
M__. __________________ introduced the following resolution and moved its passage:

RESOLUTION NO. ___
APPROVING CONTRACT FOR FIRE ALARM SYSTEM REPLACEMENT AT HARRISON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL
The Superintendent recommends approving a contract with Ryco Electric in the amount of $126,224.60 for the required fire alarm system replacement at Harrison Elementary School based upon the security and protection to school property exception to competitive bidding.

Rationale:

1. As part of the security upgrades project, the District was issued a temporary occupancy permit for Harrison Street Elementary School, with the condition that the fire alarm system, including the panel and all devices, be replaced.

2. The Director of Facilities has been working with the Board’s Architect, the contractor for the security upgrades project, and the subcontractor that has performed minor repairs to the system to develop the design and specifications for the replacement system.

3. The permit for the fire alarm system is issued through the contractor responsible for design and installation of the system, which has been Ryco Electric.

4. The Director of Facilities recommends contracting with Ryco Electric for the replacement fire alarm system based upon the security and protection of school property exception to competitive bidding in order for the work to move forward as quickly as possible to achieve issuance of the permanent occupancy permit for the Harrision Street Elementary School..

The Big Walnut Local School District Board of Education resolves as follows:
1. Based upon the information received about the required fire alarm system replacement, the Board awards a contract for the fire alarm system replacement at Harrison Street Elementary School to Ryco Electric in the amount of $126,224.60 based upon the security and protection exception to competitive bidding granted in ORC 3313.46.

2. The Board President and Treasurer are authorized to sign a contract with Ryco Electric, with the Treasurer encumbering funds for the work, and the Superintendent, Director of Facilities, and Treasurer are authorized to sign any related documents required to document the agreement between the Board and the contractor to proceed with the fire alarm system replacement work.
